2.2.1. User Interfaces

This section describes how a user will interact with the system. It may be a short textual description or it may be a more elaborate, containing diagrams if the interface is a substantial part of the system.
2.2.2. Software Interfaces

This section describes any major interfaces provided by your system (i.e., it might say that another plug-in can access certain functionality from the system).
2.3. Constraints

This section describes any global constraints the system will enforce such as security of data, etc.
